NOTES

In 1960 the state was divided into 2 divisions. Group 4 and Parochial A forming the “A” Division. Groups 3-2-1 and
Parochial B and C forming the “B” Division.

In 1987 the swimming championships were divided into two tournaments-Individual and Team, the format being used
today.

1990 was the first year of Sectional Championships.

In 1999, Public teams were assigned to 3 sections: North, Central & South. Non-publics were not placed in sections.
In 2004, Publics were divided into 4 sections.

In 2015 the tournament became a 5-division affair; Public A, B and C and Non-Public A and B.

Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, Sectional and State Championships were not held in 2020.

In 2024, Non-Publics were be divided into two sections (North and South), each competing for a sectional title.
Non-Publics North and South would go on to compete for a single Non-Public State Championship title.
