The NJSIAA will continue using NJ Live to streamline officiating assignments for the State Basketball
Tournament and conference games. This model has proven effective during both the regular season and
State Tournaments.

Conference assignors are invited to
attend, observe, evaluate, and recruit officials. They also submit preferred officials for tournament

consideration, alongside input from statewide observers, which plays a key role in selections.
